Ephesians 4:1-16 (870) 

1. Working together demonstrates character that is worthy of 
our calling 

a. Humble 
i. Christ modeled true humility – Philippians 2:3-8 

(873) 
b. Gentle 

i. Christ’s call is one of a gentle master – 
Matthew 11:28-30 (725) 

c. Patient 
i. God instructs us to wait patiently for His plan – 

Psalm 37:1-7 (416) 
d. Bearing with one another in love 

i. Bearing with others requires a willingness to 
forgive and move past offences resulting in 
unity – Colossians 3:13-14 (877) 

2. Working together is consistent with the unity we have in the 
Spirit 

a. Consider the things we have in common: 
i. One body, Spirit, hope, Lord, faith, baptism, 

God 
b. The problems is that we don’t always live the reality – 

Philippians 2:1-4 (873) 
3. Working together is the reason we are given spiritual gifts 

a. Purposes of spiritual gifts: 
i. Works of service to build up the body 

ii. Unity in the faith 
iii. Maturity 

4. Working together will lead us to maturity in Christ 
a. Immature believers are easily influenced – vs. 14 
b. We are to interact with each other, speaking the truth 

in love – vs. 15 
c. Each part does it’s work – vs. 16
